Course objectives:
 
History 152 is designed to help you understand the American past and how it has shaped the world in which we live today; improve your ability to listen, read, and think critically; and assist you in developing writing and speaking skills.  We will explore how larger forces and individuals have shaped key aspects of the American experience, concentrating on:  (1) the causes and consequences of the nation’s economic growth; (2) the allocation of rights and benefits to different groups of Americans; (3) relationships between the United States and other nations; and (4) the role of government in each of these developments.
