Goals

The purpose of this class is to provide a smaller forum for a discussion of the readings.  Specifically, we will discuss the assigned sections of Retrieving the American Past (RTAP) as well as The Movements of the New Left 1950-1975.  Although you will not be assigned specific pages of the textbook (The American People) to read, I strongly recommend that you read or review portions of the textbook that will be relevant to our discussion.  From time to time, I will bring in supplemental material to class (short documents, visual aids, etc.), but you need to understand that the meat of this discussion section will be our discussion of the course readings. You have to actually do the readings in order to make any sort of a discussion possible.

Attendance and Participation

This two factors count for 10% of your total grade.  It is crucial that you attend.  No more than two absences will be counted as “unexcused,” and for an absence to be “excused,” I will ask that you show me some sort of written note (from a coach, doctor, etc.) explaining why you could not be in class.

Late Assignments

Writing Assignments

I will be grading your written work based on its structure, content, logic, and style.  I will ask the following questions when grading a paper:

-Does the paper contain a clear thesis?

-Is the thesis backed up by evidence and concrete examples?

-Is the information presented in a way that makes sense?

-Are there good, logical transitions between each paragraph?
