Projects and Examinations: 
Typology Project: Due January 25 

Create and illustrate a typology, using any objects you may like, from Coke bottles to automobiles, to furniture. Your typology should include a written description of how the objects changed over time as well as an illustration of these changes. Your typology should include at least 5 individual objects. A good model of a typology is found on Stiebing, p. 53 and p. 81. Your project should be no more than 3 pages, including a maximum of 2 pages of description and 1 page of illustration. 

Architecture Project: Due February 1 

Find a building in the Columbus area (on campus or not) that contains some classical architectural elements (many do). Then write a brief architectural description of one side of the building (probably the front), including proper architectural terms, and providing a sketch or photograph of the building (this illustration is required but it will not be graded for artistic quality, but only for accuracy). Your project should be well organized and systematic (starting from top or from bottom) and it should contain no more than two pages of text and one page of illustrations. 

Site Description Project: Due February 22 

The project should provide a brief description, using proper archaeological terminology, of a specific classical building or site. You should use some outside information, preferably from the World Wide Web.
