E) ACADEMIC OBJECTIVES: I want you to develop the following skills and competences:
1. To master the basic factual knowledge of the major issues, events, and personalities of this period in the history of medieval Christianity.
2. To be able to think critically about historical issues and about the ways in which historians have interpreted those issues.
3. To be able to analyze historical sources and reach informed conclusions about those sources.
4. To be able to express yourself with precision and clarity, whether orally or in writing.
 
F) How to read a source. 
You shall read many sources in this course. Historians rely on sources, which are often written documents but are sometimes art or archeological finds. Historians can’t just make it up as novelists do. If there are no sources then there is no history. People in the past wrote for their contemporaries. They had no idea that we would exist. It takes some effort on your and my part to “decipher” a source from the past. In general, you can’t read sources rapidly or superficially if you hope to understand them. Here are some suggestions to help you understand the sources I have assigned. 1) Read the introduction provided by the person who chose the source. Then get clear in your mind some basics. 2) Who wrote the source? 3) When? 4) Can you suggest why it was written? 5) Does the writer have a point of view that you can see? 6) Can you state orally or write down the main point(s) of the source?  7) How does the source fit into the larger issues of the history of Medieval Christianity? I am always willing to answer questions about sources, whether in class or on e-mail.
