The best way to think about this course is as an extended engagement with the question of what happened to the 1960s, at least the 1960s of popular memory.
There are growing literatures that both trace back in time hallmarks of the 1960s – protest, backlash, and expanded government activism – and pull them forward into at least the 1970s.  We will focus on the second, and on two broad themes.  The first is rights – understandings of rights, claims made on the basis of rights, contests over rights.  The second is space, meaning both social and culture life and politics impact of growing suburban communities and the movement of people (immigration and internal migration).  Both themes tie together in some of the most contentious political and cultural debates of the late 20th century.
Not all of what we will read will be works for the ages.  And where this literature will head is hard to say.  But it’s clear that there are lots of research possibilities.

You will write and present two papers based on required and supplemental readings.  One paper will be a crucial assessment of two works – the required reading and another book chosen from the “Assorted” list.  Selections under “Assorted” that are classics are in italics, and I’ll hope that someone picks them up.  With this paper, think critical book review.  The other paper will be drawn from the “Topics” that follow each week’s reading.  Many of the topics call on skills in synthesis – pulling together material, focusing on the history rather than the historiography; others involve picking through conflicting interpretations.  We can have more than one paper on a topic, and your two papers should draw on readings from different weeks.  You can design your own topic and run it by me.  Since these papers will be read by the class and will form part of our discussions, I will want the papers before the class connected with the subject.  You can email them to me and I'll post the papers on Carmen.

These selections provide some background for thinking about rights (and democracy) in the 20th century U.S.  Purcell focuses on legal discourse as his way into a wider debate about what, if anything, grounded and promoted claims to rights and a preference for democracy.  His debate took place in the 1920s and 1930s, while Haskell puzzles over a variation of a similar situation in the 1980s: the continuing reliance on rights arguments when skepticism about any universal claims was, if anything, stronger and more widespread than earlier in the 20th century.  Cmiel traces the sudden emergence of the idea of human rights in the 1970s.  What do you think of his discussion of “thin description”?  How – or does it – fit with the other, more philosophical treatments?

There has been a spate of new work on suburbs in the 20th century, particularly covering the postwar years.  Happily, this volume collects a lot of it (the book-length versions of some of the essays are found in various weeks).  Moving beyond the stereotype of suburbs as places of escape from urban problems of the white middle class, this new work is grounded in urban history; much of it reminds readers that suburbs were not uniformly middle class, and connects the history of suburbs to racial conflict, problems of local governance, labor markets, and the rise of conservative politics.  We’ll see more of this below.

The environmental movement came to public prominence in the 1970s.  It is a difficult thing to get hold of, encompassing the centrality of scientific expertise in policy, skepticism about scientific expertise, innovation in the social sciences (including risk analysis), political pandering (including the invention of Earth Day in the federal bureaucracy), anti-corporate/anti-consumption (if not anti-capitalist) thought, feminist activism and feminine imagery, offended middle-class and suburban sensibilities, media hype, and attention (sometimes through the absence of attention) to matters of class and race.  Therefore, it’s a topic that provides rich possibilities for understanding all of these things and more.  Rome examines an irony of suburbanization in his account of how (and why) the environment became a popular suburban issue; the Vogel essay gives us a comparative perspective on the tolerance of risks.
