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Graduate Seminar in Modern Jewish History
This is the second quarter of a two-quarter seminar in Jewish history. This winter we will have one "reading" session toward the beginning of the term, and we will meet weekly in the last month to read and comment on each others' research papers. This is not a comprehensive or a survey class. Students are assumed to have a firm foundation in modern European history and some familiarity with Jewish history. The main purpose of the second part of the course is to direct students as they conduct research and develop their proposals, and for the group to provide a constructively critical seminar. Students are expected to take an active part in every discussion, which will be led by a member of the group. Each participant will produce a major paper. We will meet in the third week of the quarter to discuss three books: The Jew's Body by Sander Gilman, Prostitution and Prejudice by Edward Bristow, and Defenders of the Race by John Efron. Students are expected to meet regularly with the professor throughout the term. Papers should be distributed to the group at least a week in advance of the seminar. There will be an opportunity to re-write papers after the seminar discussion.
