Exploring the European Past (Thomson Learning: 2006) [ETEP] ISBN [to be annonced as soon as the books are available] (bring this number with you when you get the book to make sure you have the right one). Please note that you must get the edition of the book for this section of History 111D (Gregory)!! Other editions will probably not have the proper readings.  The reasons for this is there are various versions of ETEP for other sections of this course and you must be sure to get the one for History 111D with Gregory as the instructor. There are Visual Sources that go with each of the ETEP modules and you sould access them online at http://etep.thomsonlearning.com/.

Note that all the books are called by their short titles in the assignments below.

You should note, first of all, that many of the assignments in this class are not typical “reading” assignments.  Instead, they involve work on the Internet, using multi-media materials, and personal observations.  You should read all the following information carefully and make sure you understand it.  Every so often, you should read it again, to make sure you are keeping current and that you are doing the assignments correctly.  
You should look carefully at the Weekly Assignments, available for each week of the course.  These will provide information about the assignments for that week—including the reading and discussion topics for the week.  These will include the assignments listed below, but they will add some other exercises and the Weekly Assignments will be the final and most up-to-date notices of assignments.  If you print out any of the assignments at the beginning of the quarter, you should be aware that (although the text book readings and most of the structure will not change) some of the assignments will certainly change and further details will be added: you must look at the Weekly Assignments for the final version of all work in the course. 
You should also note that your can fulfill the graded requirements for the course in a variety of ways. We realize that students have different interests and learning preferences and we are offering you a variety of ways in which you can be graded for the course, both the increase your enjoyment of the course and to encourage you to get the best grade you can. The different options in the course are listed below, but you should be aware that you must turn in the various assignments by the due dates and we cannot provide extensions of these: to do otherwise would be unfair to other students! 
Normally assignments are given for the period of Monday through Sunday (at midnight) and the deadline for assignments is normally Sunday at 11:55 PM. 	You can fulfill the graded requirements for the course in a variety of ways. Normally assignments are given for the period of Monday through Sunday (at midnight) and the deadline for assignments is normally Sunday at 11:55 PM. It is your responsibility to turn assignments in on time and you should not wait until the very last minute to do this--especially since the Carmen servers are frequently overburned at peak times (like late Sunday night) and it will frequently take a few minutes to save your work--possibly talking you beyond the deadline. 
As noted below, 20% of your grade will be made up of participation in weekly discussion.  We will let you know how you are doing in this discussion every three weeks, but please do not neglect to take part in these discussions and activities since they will seriously affect your grade.  For more information on discussion and how it will be graded, see the Discussion page in the Course Overview.

As mentioned above, you can fulfill the requirements for this course and earn your grade in a variety of ways, depending on your own preferences, schedule, and learning style. Please read the following overview closely and make sure you understand it.
There are 100 graded points (or percent) available for the course and you can earn credit by participating in discussion, taking quizzes and exams, and turning in other assignments. In order to be fair to others, there will not be any "extra credit" and we will count the first 100 points of assignments you turn in; you cannot "take back" any assignments once they have been submitted (with the exception of quizzes; see below). Please do not as for extra credit or for extensions of deadlines; you have lots of opportunities to earn credits for the course, so please turn your work in on time. 
Note that all students must participate in the graded discussion, but you may select any other assignments that add up to a total of 80 additional points. You don't need to tell us what assignemnts you are planning to do; simply make your own plans and turn your work in on time. Your grades will be updated constantly so you can always tell where you your stand in the course. 
The following is a brief overview of the various ways you can fulfill the requirements of the course.

You can see that there is a possible total of more than 100% to chose from in the course; the first assignments you submit that add up to 100% will be counted; anything submitted beyond 100% will not be considered in calculating the final grade. 
1. Discussion (throughout the quarter, 20% of the final grade) MANDATORY 

We will have regular discussion questions each week and opportunities to get involved in problems and issues in history in your own discussion group.  Participation in these discussions will be graded on the basis of the frequency and the quality of the comments posted in the appropriate course discussion areas.  This discussion will account for 20% of the course grade, and you should make sure you participate regularly in the discussion.  We will periodically give you an update on what your participation grade is up to that time. For more information on discussions see the Discussions page in the Course Overview.
2.  Quizzes (20% or 40%)
There will be eight short on-line quizzes, one each week except for the first and the last week. You can take either the first for quizzes (for 20%), the second four quizzes (for 20%), or all eight of the quizzes (for 40% of your final grade).  Quizzes will cover all assigned material since the last quiz, and will usually be multiple choice in format.  Quizzes will be accessible through the Carmen site. Simply follow the “Quizzes” link under the course menu.  The quizzes are timed at 30 minutes each and the questions are "randomized," so that you will not get the same questions as your friends, and if you re-take the quiz, you will not get precisely the same questions.  You can, however, take the quiz for each week as many times as you like, and only the highest grade you submit will be counted.  The first four quizzes must be completed by February 4, after which the grades are final; the second four quizzes must be completed by March 7.  Note that you must finish the first 4 quizzes by February 4; whatever grade you have for any quizzes you have taken will count toward 20% of your grade (so, for example, if you took 2 quizzes and got 100% on each, you will have only 50% for 20% of your grade). 

   3. Individual ETEP Essays (20% each; maximum of 40%)
Write an essay of 4-pages maximum (double-spaced, i.e., up to 1000 words), discussing the reading assigned in the ETEP book. The papers will be submitted electronically to the appropriate Dropbox. All papers should answer the following questions: a) What is the main historical question raised in the ETEP module? b) what is the nature of the primary (and visual) source evidence available to help answer that question?  c) how have some modern historians answered that question (secondary sources)? and d) what do you think is the best answer to the question and why do you think that?  Make sure you use and refer to the primary, secondary, and visual sources in your essay.  More information is available in the "Help on Writing Papers" page.  The due dates for submission of ETEP essays are listed here and in the Calendar below.

          a. ETEP 1: Athenian Democracy, due February 4

          b. ETEP 2: Fall of the Roman Empire,  due February 18

          c. ETEP 3: The Crusades, due March 4

    4. Mid-Term Exam (20%)

The exam will be available in the Quiz area between February 9 and 11.  It will contain a mixture of short-answer and essay questions.  The exam will cover all the material in the course, including the ETEP readings, Spielvogel, and all the online material in the class (including discussion).  More information will be provided on the Mid-Term at a later date.

    5. Final Examination (40%)

The exam will be comprehensive (covering the whole of the course).  The precise form of the Final Exam will be determined as we go along and we will give you the details on that at a later time:  a sample exam will be available later.  The exam will be available by about March 9th and it will be due by March 12.

Again, remember that you are NOT expected to do all of these assignments: only enough to add up to a total of 100 points (or 100%). Your grade will then be calculated on a percent of that total 100%. Thus, you could do, for example,

         -- discussion (20%), 2 ETEP essays (40%), final exam (40%)
         -- discussion (20%), 8 quizzes (40%), 2 ETEP essays (40%)
         -- discussion (20%), 4 quizzes (20%) mid-term exam (20%), final exam (40%) ... or one of many other combinations

You do not need to tell us what you plan to do ahead of time; simply turn in the work according to the schedule below.

Numerical Grades:

As we go through the course, your grades will be computed in numerical terms.  At the end of the course, these will be converted to letter grades following according to the following scale.  Grades will be rounded off to the nearest tenth of a percent, following normal practice for this.
