Requirements: Students in this course will be required to take a mid-term and a final exam and to turn in a term paper, all of which must be completed in order to pass the class. A student's grade will be determined as follows: the mid-term exam will count for twenty percent of the final grade; the term paper for forty percent; and the final exam will comprise the remaining forty percent.

Objectives: This course offers an advanced survey of Roman history during the early and middle Imperial eras, 44 B.C.- c. A.D.180, from a variety of perspectives: political, social, diplomatic, economic, intellectual and religious. In addition, students will be introduced to some of the basic problems which historians of the period are currently attempting to solve as well as to some of the most important hypotheses their work has produced. In the process, students will become acquainted with certain of the principal research tools and techniques which ancient historians have developed to aid them in their investigations.
