Exams
Two midterm exams will be required: The first exam, ca. 20 April, and the second exam, ca. 11 May. The first exam will cover readings in Doyle's The Oxford History (through p. 135); Baker's Readings in Western Civilization (pp. 47-239); and all of Lefebvre's The Coming. The second exam will focus on the so-called reign of terror and will include readings in The Oxford History (pp. 136-196, 247-271); all of Palmer's Twelve Who Ruled; and readings in Baker's work (pp. 239-391).

All exams will be essay, usually requiring the student to select 2 or 3 identifications and one longer essay from a panel of questions.

Schedule of Lectures
First Week 
The Evolving Crises of the Eighteenth Century 
A study of Diplomatic Crises: The struggle among three of Europe's superpowers: (1) Great Britain and her allies; (2) the French-Spanish bloc; and (3) the Austrian Habsburgs. 
The Demographic Crisis: the population explosion and its effect on societies in the Old and New Worlds. 
Second Week 
The Social history of France before 1789. 
Class conflict and its importance on the "Coming of the Revolution." 
Third Week 
Immediate causes of the Revolution as seen in the economic and administrative disorders in France from ca. 1750 to 1790. 
Fourth Week 
A review of the immediate and long-term causes of the Revolution--diplomatic, demographic, economic, social and governmental; with a review and discussion of George Lefebvre's views with other interpretations.

Fifth Week 
The opening phases of the violent Revolution, from October Days of 1789 to the promulgation of the Constitution of 1791. 
Sixth Week 
The Second French Revolution of August 1792 
The War, the fall of the monarchy and trial of Louis XVI 
The beginnings of the Reign of Terror. 
The importance of the Girondins and the Mountain factions within the Jacobin party. 
Seventh Week 
The Reign of Terror from the spring of 1793 to the summer of 1794 
The importance of parties and factions 
A study of a Jacobin hero, Maxmilien Robespierre 
The Cult of Reason 
The fall of the Jacobins. 
A review of R. R. Palmer's Twelve Who Ruled. 
EXAM -- ca. 11 MAY

Eighth through Tenth Weeks 
The reaction of the moderates to the fall of the Jacobins 
The rise of Napoleon Bonaparte, from 1793 to his career as Emperor of the French. Attention will be paid to Napoleon's codification of Revolutionary ideas in the fields, inter alia, of religion, education, law, administration, and finances. 
A study of the Napoleonic legend.
