History of Spain, 1469-Present
COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course provides a broad survey of Spanish history from 1469 to the present covering the following topics: the union of the crowns, the rise of the Spanish Empire, the decline of Spain, the Bourbon revival, the Napoleonic invasion and the turbulence of the nineteenth and early twentieth centuries, the Civil War, Franco's Spain, and the transition to democracy.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:
The student will examine the key historical issues in Spanish history from the political unification of the nation in 1469 through the consolidation of the constitutional monarchy in the last twenty years. 
The student will have the opportunity to consider how a series of historical problems, such as the rise and fall of empire, economic and political modernization, civil war, dictatorship, the consolidation of a democratic regime from the 1970s, and participation in N.A.T.O. and the European Union have helped to shape the history of Spain. 
The student will be able to compare and contrast the historical experience of Spain with other European countries during this period. 
The student will receive the background and preparation for other advanced courses in related fields of history, or other disciplines, such political science, sociology, or language and culture. 

COURSE REQUIREMENTS:
This course will be conducted on a lecture and a discussion basis. Class participation and attendance are an integral part of the course and will count 10% towards the determination of the final grade. Students are required to attend, complete the readings on the assigned dates, and be prepared to discuss them. 
A term paper of between ten and fifteen pages will count 35% of the final grade. 
The midterm examination will count 25% of the final grade. 
The final examination will count 30% of the final grade.
