THE MIDDLE EAST IN THE TWENTIETH CENTURY
COURSE OBJECTIVES
The subject of this course is the history of the Middle East in the twentieth century. Emphasizing political, social, and cultural history, the course seeks to examine this period as the latest phase in the evolution of Islamic civilization. The course will consider the impact of outside power on the region, the responses of the region's peoples to this challenge; problems of political, economic, and cultural decolonization; the ideological choices dominant in successive periods; gender issues; and efforts to reassert Islamic identity in an era of tightening globalization.

PAPER ASSIGNMENT
Each student must submit a paper by the beginning of the last class of the tenth week. The paper will take the form of a review of about eight pages (12 point, double spaced, or equivalent). The review will be about Eickelman and Piscatori, Muslim Politics, and will evaluate the book as a source for the study of the modern Middle East.

GRADING
Grades will be weighted as follows: midterm, 30%; paper, 30%; final, 40%
