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History of South Africa
This course deals with the social and economic history of South Africa from the late nineteenth century to the early 1990s. The course will analyze the forces that created modern South Africa, particularly European colonization, mineral discoveries and their impact, industrialization and social change, the establishment of the apartheid regime, and African resistance. The class will follow a lecture/seminar format requiring participation by each student. Specific readings will be discussed in the second half of the class period.

Objectives: This course will help the students to gain empirical knowledge and enhance their analytical skills.
