This course examines the origins and development of Europe's modern international system from the end of the Napoleonic Wars through the outbreak of World War I. Topics such as the Concert of Europe, the "Eastern Question," Bismarck's Alliance System, and the diplomacy of European imperialism will be covered. This course will also integrate significant development in economics and finance, culture and ideology, politics and society.
