STUDIES IN BUSINESS HISTORY
In this course we shall compare the historical development of business in Europe, the United States, and Japan from preindustrial times to the present. We shall focus our attention on the evolution of the business firm and its management, especially the development of big business between about 1880 and 1940; but we shall also examine the development of government-business rela- tions in each nation. As we progress, we shall look at the relations between business change and alterations in the environments within which businesses operate.
