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Seminar in Women's History: Women's Movements
This quarter will be devoted to writing and discussing your papers. We will meet on January 3 in order to discuss whatever difficulties or special joys you are experiencing in your research and to assign presentation dates. 
For the first part of the quarter, we will meet for progress reports as needed. At least once, on January 24, we will meet to discuss outlines of your papers. Prior to this class, bring me an outline of your paper as you envisage it and deposit a copy in Dulles 164 for everyone to read. We will discuss the outlines in class, with research partners facilitating the proceedings. On February 14, we will begin the process of presenting and discussing papers. On the Thursday before the class during which we will discuss your paper, bring me a copy, give your research partner a copy, and also deposit a copy in Dulles 164. (The department will pay to copy these papers. There is a special account you must use. We will discuss this in class.) 
Every student must read all of the papers and come to class prepared to comment on and discuss them, but each of you, as you did last quarter, will have special responsibility for the paper of your partner. This special responsibility will entail opening the discussion and facilitating the discussion. For every paper, be prepared to ask questions, make suggestions, discuss problems, and offer praise. In order to enhance our discussions, all students will be expected to provide some written comments on each paper, one copy of which should be given directly to the author and a second copy of which should be given to me. Everyone will be expected to make some comment on every paper in class. 
The papers should be written as manuscripts that you might submit to a journal, and you should all read and comment on each others' papers as colleagues asked to review prospective journal articles. Your papers should be approximately 25-30 pages, excluding notes (ideal article length) and should present an argument, supported with convincing evidence from your sources, and make clear the significance of your findings in the context of the existing secondary literature. Use the Chicago Manual of Style for all questions of format. Hopefully we will have dynamic discussions that will help you all to revise your papers and submit them to appropriate journals. In any case, you should revise your paper after our discussion and hand the final product to me by March 14. 
IMPORTANT: There will be no such thing as an incomplete for this quarter! You must present your paper when you are scheduled to do so. 
The grade for the seminar will be based on the proposal, the final paper, and on class participation.
